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Professional Administrative Summer Institute (PASI): Funded by the UH President’s Office, at the urging of the UH Commission on the Status of Women. The focus is on upgrading professional knowledge and skills, including technology, customer service, legislative procedures, etc.

Emerging Leaders Program: www.hawaii.edu/ovppp/Leaders/
The President’s Emerging Leaders Program is a developmental opportunity for highly motivated faculty and staff of the University of Hawai‘i that identifies and develops future campus and system leaders. Its intent is to affirm the goals of our Strategic Plan to invest in our most valuable asset, our human resources, while also creating an institutional culture that honors diversity and inclusion.

Community College Leadership Champions (CCLC): Funded by an endowment from Chancellor Emeritus Joyce Tsunoda and focused on leadership development in a community college context, this group includes representatives from each of the seven community colleges.  A “grow your own” program, CCLC is based on the principle that leaders are not just positional, but can strengthen the college from any position.  The goals of CCLC are to identify and encourage individuals to engage in leadership roles; to develop creative dynamic leadership committed to the core values of the UHCCs and to support an atmosphere of leadership among faculty, staff, and administration.
Hawai‘i Academy: In collaboration with the Community Colleges Leadership Development Initiatives, a five-day summer institute was conducted for faculty and staff in Summer 2009, parallel to the CCLDI Summer Academies conducted in San Diego.
