This meeting outlined the committee’s need to identify the data elements that will be needed to prepare the Accreditation Self-Study for Planning Improvements to two standards found in sections,  I.B.3 and I.B.5. They are as follows:   

· Standard  I.B.3:  This institution assesses progress toward achieving its stated goals and makes decisions regarding the improvement of institutional effectiveness in an ongoing and systematic cycle of evaluation, integrated planning, resource allocation, implementation and re-evaluation.  Evaluation is based on analyses of both quantitative and qualitative data. 

· Standard 1.B.5:  The institution uses documented assessment results to communicate matters of quality assurance to appropriate constituencies. 

The following are the list of data resources that are recommended to be gathered in order to conduct the self evaluation and improvement plans for each of these sections. 

1. Standard 1.B.3:
a. Tools for Assessing Student Learning

i. Community College Survey of Student Engagement Reports:  Data is available from 2002.  It will be advisable to have comparative information for each subsequent year until the present. 

ii. Assessment Reports:  Hawaii Community College Annual Assessment Reports for each year that it is available will be needed. 

iii. Kapiolani Self-Study Demographic Information and Achievement Data: Data for past and the most current reports are needed

iv. Others:  Any other longitudinal data assessing student learning should also be made available. 

b. Planning Data

i. Annual Program Report: This is needed for each year since the last Accreditation Survey

ii. Tactical Plans for each Program (Administrative and Academic):  All available plans prepared every 3 years should be accessible

iii. Strategic Plans:  All past and current strategic plans prepared every 6 years should be available. 

c. Budget (Resource Allocation)

i. Annual budgets should be available

d. Self Evaluation Information

i. Community meeting minutes for each year should be available

ii. Advisory Group meeting minutes for the various programs at KCC with Advisory Groups should be able to make their minutes available. 

iii. Faculty Senate meeting minutes pertinent to KCC’s activities should be available for review

iv. PPAC meeting minutes

2. Standard I.B.5

a. College Learning Outcomes Assessment Committee minutes (see Quill)
b. Annual Reviews

c. Tactical Plans

d. Strategic Plans

e. Program Health Indicator Reports

These aforementioned reports and minutes should be available for the entire period from the previous Accreditation Survey. 

3. Other Data 

a. We discussed the fact that the college has tended to collect information on student enrollment, transfer rates to UH Manoa and graduation rates.  In addition, we discussed the possible need for additional information regarding the placement or eventual employment of our students.  While the nature or the cost for this data collection effort was not discussed in great detailed, it was suggested that it may be advisable to consider collecting this type of information from some of the programs at KCC.
